この点も日本とは違った価値観なのかなと思いました。 
　休み時間は日本よりもたくさんあり、生徒たちはスマホは一切見ないで、友達と喋りながらお昼

ご飯を食べたり、バスケなどのスポーツをして楽しんでいました。これは、今の重度なデジタル依

存が問題になっている日本ではみることのない光景であると思い、リアルでの楽しさを作るため

にもこのような状態を日本でも作るべきなのではないかと思いました。 

3.オーストラリアの街やお店でわかったこと 
オーストラリアでは顔見知りだけでなく、店員や町中の人たちにも優しくしてくれました。レジの使
